· Investigate the causes and effects of the Great Fire of London, looking at the way the fire began and the reasons why it spread so quickly. 
· Read eye-witness accounts of the Great Fire and use these to build an understanding of what it would have been like to live in London at the time. 
· Explore secondary evidence, including paintings and reports, and consider how these can add to our understanding of the Great Fire. 
· Place the events of the Great Fire on a timeline.
· Compare the ways that firefighters combat fire today compared to 1666 and discuss reasons for these changes. 
· Investigate the way the Great Fire is remembered and think about the way that this can change over time.

	Geography
· Consider changes during the Iron Age - particularly the shift to tribal kingdoms & life based around local hill forts. Identify the impact of this on farming, art & culture, and link to the local area (examples of hill forts across North Herts, linked by Icknield Way; Six Hills burial mounds behind Asda).

What makes Britain different from other countries?
	Geography
· Knows the relative locations of UK’s capital cities (within the countries of the UK) and can identify these on a map 
· Knows what defines a city as opposed to a town (i.e. cities must have a cathedral) 
·  Can name significant rivers of the UK and the seas that some rivers flow into 
· Knows and can name some of the mountain regions in the UK 
· Knows and can describe how the UK population has changed over time 
· Knows how to find specific information from an atlas (page numbers and compass rose and index)
· Knows the eight compass points and how the eight-point compass can be used to help locate places and give directions.

Indus Valley, Shang Dynasty, Ancient Sumer, Egyptians).  Plot these on maps & consider why civilisations first developed in these places (typically fertile soils & flood plains), linking to Geography topics.

	Geography
· Revisit prior knowledge about the Roman Empire and what happened at the end of their occupation of Britain in 410 CE. Know the names of tribes who occupied areas we now call England, Wales and Scotland (Britons, Celts, Scots and Picts). 
· Know the reasons for invasion of England by the Angles, Saxons and Jutes. Know how and when they travelled to England and where they first settled.(Use maps and timelines).
·  Know that over time, Anglo Saxon kingdoms were formed; compare with a modern map of the UK. Know some of our modern day place names that originate from Anglo Saxon words 
	Vocabulary: Angles, Saxons, Jutes, Mead, Rune, Wattle-and-daub, Thatch, Farmer-warrior, Sutton Hoo, Lindisfarne, Hengest and Horsa, Monk, Illumination, Manuscript, Weregeld, Athelstan, Christianity, Augustine, Alfred the Great, Ethelred the Unready

	
	History
· Know the structure of Anglo Saxon society and what everyday life was like. Compare with everyday life in Roman Britain. 
· Know that Anglo Saxons brought their own religion with them (pagan religion) and how the names of their gods still survive in the names of our days of the week. 
· Know why the Sutton Hoo burial site was so important in helping us to find out about life in Anglo Saxon England, including religion. 
· Know who the Vikings were, where they came from and why they wanted to invade Britain. 
· Know that the Vikings and the Anglo Saxons had many battles to try and capture areas of the country for themselves 
· Know about the achievements of King Alfred the Great; in defeating the Viking army of Guthrum and creating Danelaw; creating a system of rules and laws and translating books into English so more people could read them; eventually becoming King of the English.
· Know that the last Anglo Saxon king was Edward the Confessor who was defeated by William of Normandy at the Battle of Hastings (revisit learning about the history of castles)

·  Investigate Greek Gods and myths - including the roles of different Gods and key stories (Medusa, Icarus, the Minotaur, Odysseus etc.) 
· Research life in Ancient Greece, using artefacts where possible (eg. what can we learn about the Ancient Olympics by looking at pictures of vases and sculpture?) 
· Explore the impact of Ancient Greece on modern world (eg. the legacy of Greek philosophers, scientists, mathematicians; similarities between Greek alphabet and our own; influence of Greek architecture on our buildings).
· Explore the life of Alexander the Great and the legacy he left behind that reshaped the ancient world.

· Identify physical features of coastal areas and describe the process that formed them.

· Consider the global impact of humans on our oceans and coastlines with a focus on plastic pollution.

	Geography
· Identify and locate countries across South America.
· Know about the different biomes and climates zones across South America and describe the way these might influence the people who live there. 
· Identify physical and human features of South America. Link this knowledge to ideas of tourism and human use of the environment. 
· Apply our knowledge of trade and consider the major imports and exports of South America. Consider how south America might fit into the global trade network.
· Conduct an in depth-study of Brazil. Locate Brazil on maps / atlases / globes and use skills from previous units to investigate physical geography - what does this tell us about the country? Where would we expect most population to live / industry to be etc? What weather would we expect? Investigate human geography - homes, clothes, food, jobs, trade... Recognise vast differences between people living across this huge country. Why do people live in favelas? What is life like there? Describe the main ecosystems of Brazil and identify how they have changed over time. Compare Brazil with the UK - how is life similar / different. Looking at specific parts of Brazil - how are they like specific parts of the UK?
