Consultation to lower the age range of Great Glen St Cuthbert’s C. E Primary School from 4-11 years to 2- 11 years in order to continue to provide a preschool provision (Cuthbert’s Cubs) at the school.
This document has been created to share with stakeholders, the Local Authority and Diocese our intention to lower the age range of our school from 4-11 years to 2-11 years by making Cuthbert’s Cubs preschool a permanent feature of our school.

The purpose of this document is to consult with St Cuthbert’s CE Primary School community, and all others with an interest in the future provision of education for children in the area.

This document gives background information and asks for your views. It is really important that we can get your views and responses, and ask for your help and support in engaging in this consultation. 

Background information

At the end of the 2022/2023 academic year, the school sought and obtained temporary permission from the Local Authority and Diocese to open a Governor led pre-school provision. 

Cuthbert’s Cubs opened on the 29th August 2023 with 17 children registered with the preschool and 3 staff members. It is based in an unused classroom within the main school building with access to its own secure outside play area.
 
By February 2025, numbers have increased to 45 children registered, 25 children in the mornings and 22 in the afternoon with 4 full time members of staff.  Cuthbert’s Cubs are now operating a waiting list system as, due to the room size, the preschool is unable to take on further children until September 2025.  

Proposal
The proposal is to lower the age range of Great Glen St Cuthbert’s C. E Primary School from 4-11 years to 2- 11 years in order to continue to provide a preschool provision (Cuthbert’s Cubs) at our school. This will create a sustainable provision which will support the intended outcomes set out below:

· To ensure that the school supports the local area by offering high quality early education delivered by experienced and well-trained staff across the Early Years Foundation Stage. The aim is to build on the work already done with our ‘Outstanding’ Early years provision (Ofsted May 2023) to secure good outcomes for all children in the future.
· St Cuthbert’s is a good school with high standards. By securing this extension to our provision, the school will provide strong standards, early identification of needs of pupils and allow for strong transition into school (either at St Cuthbert’s or another school) from the youngest ages.
· Allow the school to provide a vital service to the village of Great Glen and also surrounding areas as the number of new housing developments continue to increase which is resulting in many children transferring to the school from oversubscribed areas.
