Fees and Pricing
15 hours free childcare 
All children are entitled to 15 hours per week of free childcare from the start of the term after their 3rd birthday and for children aged 2 if they meet one of the eligibility criteria.
At Cuthbert’s Cubs Pre-School, the Free Early Education Entitlement (FEEE) allows 15 hours per week of free childcare for eligible 2 year-olds and all 3 & 4 year olds – for 38 weeks (term-time) of the year (15 hours x 38 weeks of term - time = 570 hours). This entitlement begins the term after your child’s third birthday.
Parents of three and four year olds do not need to apply to claim for the 15 funded hours; but you will need to supply the pre-school with your child’s original birth certificate and you will be asked to complete a form to give consent for the pre-school to claim the funded hours – without this information the pre-school will not be able to claim any hours and you may be charged.

The date you can claim will depend on when your child's birthday is.

Example:
If a child turns 3 years old on the 15 February, they will become eligible for their funded place from the 1 April.

Working parents may be able to access up to an additional 15 hours per week of funded childcare. If you believe you may qualify for the extended entitlement you should ensure you check your eligibility by visiting https://www.gov.uk/apply-30-hours-free-tax-free-childcare
If you are eligible, you will receive a Department for Education Reference Number (DERN). This code needs to be received by our Office before the start of the funding term in which you intend to use the extended hours. Failure to do this will mean you will have to wait until the following funding term to claim your funded hours.
We understand that this process can take up to 3 weeks to get set up particularly just before the start of a term, and so we therefore recommend that parents apply as soon as possible to ensure they receive the funding they are entitled to.
· You must have a valid code by the end of the month before a new term starts.
· You must reconfirm your eligibility every 3 months.
If you have two or more children at Pre School a 10% discount is given on the older child’s fees. 
Funded hours can be used between the hours of 8:50am and 3:20pm on weekdays. 
Charges will be applied to any hours not covered by funded hours; i.e. if your child attends for more than 15 or 30 hours per week, the extra hours are charged for.
